Creative Journeys – Exhibition of Textiles and Mixed Media
Old Fire Station Henley 24-29th October 2024
The exhibition ‘Creative Journeys’ lived up to the stated clime of its participants of celebrating their creative journeys through a shared inspiration - a love of design, colour, textures and stitching. 
All the participants including our own Barbara Lacy-Smith regularly go to InStitches the creative textile centre run by Hazel Ryder and Terry Donaldson in Finchampstead. They organise regular ‘play days’ where you can go and use their facilities and benefit from their guidance to create your own cloth. Most of the exhibitors had previously attended a series of courses and workshops called “Creating Your Own Cloth” which explored dye, paint and print on fabric. This collective background of knowledge and practice shone throughout the exhibition.
Participants displayed several pieces each so you could see how some explored and played with various techniques, while others honed their skills to produce a more homogeneous collection of work. Most pieces started with a dyed, printed or painted base layer to which a range of embellishments had been added. The work was very varied both in terms of its subject and construction including quilts, pictures and pieces of art, to 3d objects and hanging mobiles. However, the whole exhibition had a collective presence that added up to more than the sum of its parts. 
I particularly enjoyed exploring the composition and complexities of some of the work, the addition of a mark there and a single stitch here. In contrast others pieces displayed crisper minimalist approach to equally good effect. I came away thinking I must be more considered in my own work.
A lot of thought was obviously given into the presentation of individual items and the overall curation was excellent making the most of the wonderful space. It was stunning and certainly had the wow factor. The old Fire Station at Henley is an excellent venue for textiles and I have been to several exhibitions there over the years. I for one will be keeping my eye out for any other exhibitions at the Fire Station and by this group.  Sarah N
Barbara L-S’s beautiful sunflower
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Quilters’ Guild Region 6 Day
My first Regional Day at Abingdon on 19th October in the very good company of Sarah N, Mary W,  Barbara  and Linda B.  In the morning Sarah Hibbert gave an illustrated talk.  She is a modern quilt maker who uses mainly linen fabric.  Sarah told us she began quilting in the later 1980s.   In addition to quilting with linen, she hand quilts, mainly in straight lines, as well as machine quilting, also mainly in lines.   She is also a keen collage maker, making a collage every morning when she gets up.  She explained the process of making a quilt from a collage and has written a book “From Collage to Quilt”.  
Sarah also told us about her collaborative projects, for example with Tara Glastonbury, an Australian quilter.  They both made quilts in similar colours around half square triangles.  In March 2023 Sarah had a solo exhibition in Sitges in Spain.  In May 2023, the International Quilt Museum in Nebraska invited Sarah to submit 2 quilts for their collection.  They did not like the quilts she offered but wanted 2 quilts which were not for sale,  which she did let them have, making her one of the first British people to have an exhibit at the Museum.
She has also had a booth at the Festival of Quilts, sharing with Yaeyoung Eom, a Korean Quilter.
Sarah became the Ambassador for the Quilters’ Guild Modern Quilts in June 2023.  She is also a member of several quilt groups, including London Quilters who have a biennial exhibition at the Library at Swiss Cottage.  In Quiltcon in Raleigh, USA, her quilt “Walter” won third prize.  Unfortunately, it was sold and she has no idea where it is now.
Sarah’s designs have been made into silk scarves, cards and the Quilters’ Guild porcelain mugs (now sold out).  She names her quilts after people, for example “Oh Yoko” after Yoko Ono because one part of the design reminder her of Ono’s film of bare bottoms!  Another quilt is named for John Cooper Clarke, who writes haiku.  This quilt is in the form of a haiku, with 7 sections, 5 sections and 7 sections.
Sarah has travelled extensively with her work and has had many travelling adventures, for example in the USA on her way to workshops in Maine, when she left her bag with quilts and notes on the plane.  Very traumatic!  Her next trip is to Seoul, South Korea where she is exhibiting her work for a new audience.

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Interview with Teresa, our new Chairperson

Teresa told me she had lived in the Newbury since 1999.  Before that she was in Germany for 12 years where her partner was in the Air Force before he retired.  Teresa herself worked within accounts the whole of her working life, apart from when she was in Germany, where she ran a secret and confidential registry.  She has two daughters, both living locally, and three grandchildren, all at school.

Teresa learned to sew at school in Brighton, aged 12.  She was a cross-stitcher and dressmaker, but her mother was a patchworker and hand quilter, and in 2018 Teresa decided to give it a go.  Of course, like all of us, she was bitten by the bug.  She began with a cushion cover.

One of the things Teresa likes most about patchwork and quilting is its mindfulness.  She also loves the maths and puzzles of putting it all together.   When Teresa started, she made more traditional style quilts, but now she prefers a more modern style without dense quilting.

As far as other forms of crafting are concerned, Teresa still does dressmaking, and she also does paper crafting, although not so much now.

In 2025 Teresa wants to make a quilt with William Morris fabrics.  She also has three UFOs (unfinished objects) she wants to finish.  Teresa has belonged to the Quilters’ Guild for three years, belonging to the Modern Quilt Section.  She may do the Quilters’ Guild Retreat in January.   As far as plans for our group are concerned, Teresa wants to organise more trips for us to enjoy together.
